Registered schools and other child-related organisa tions have an important 
responsibility for keeping children safe. Most orga nisations already take 
steps to protect children from abuse. More can be d one, however. 

Child safe standards to manage the risk of child ab use in organisations are 
being phased in during 2016 and 2017.  

Child abuse, and arrangements that allow it to occu r, will not be tolerated. 
Victoria’s children deserve nothing less. 

Victorian schools have many of the expectations in place as part of their ongoing 
duty of care. Schools are currently doing audits to ensure that they have in place, all 
documentation, processes and procedures to be compliant with the Ministerial Or-
der 870 around Child Safety. As we update our website with the relevant policies 
and procedures, we will let you know via the newsletter and Tiqbiz.
